the school arranges for the 

transfer of school and 

immunization records 

 Receive the same special 

programs and services, if 

needed, as provided to all other 

students served in these

Resources provided to youth 

in transition: 

 Free/Reduced breakfast and 

lunch 

 School Supplies 

 Transportation to school 

 Necessary school clothing 

 Tutoring 

 Referrals to local counseling 

agencies, food pantries, shelter, 

housing agencies 

 Summer school programs 

 Access to preschool programs 

including GSRP, Head Start, and
